Buckley School Campus Enhancement Plan

Dear Ms. Goldberg:

The Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) for the Buckley School Campus
Enhancement Plan does not include a mitigation measure to dedicate a conservation and
trail easement over the school’s 12.6-acre adjacent open space parcel. It is our
understanding that negotiations with the community and Council office had determined
that such an easement would be dedicated at no cost to the Mountains Recreation and
Conservation Authority (MRCA) as a condition of approval. The Conservancy did not
comment on the Draft EIR because that dedication appeared to be a negotiated condition.

If that open space dedication was an anticipated mitigation measure to balance out the
project’s impacts, its omission from the FEIR is troubling. The FEIR mitigation could be
deficient in respect to providing adequate buffer to existing Conservancy-owned parkland.

We urge the City to guarantee the dedication and transfer of the subject 12.6 acres as a
conservation and trail easement to the MRCA as a condition of any and all entitlements
for the subject project. That dedication and transfer must occur prior to the granting of
any and all permits. Only through such a definitive land transfer timing mechanism can
adequate mitigation be guaranteed to the public.
