OF SECTION 4(F) EVALUATION DETERMINATION ANALYSIS ON CALTRANS 1-405 SEPULVEDA

Sepulveda Pass Project.

WHEREAS, Caltrans has requested that the Conservancy sign the agreement with the
determination that the proposed project alternatives would have only a temporary occupancy
of the Skirball trailhead and that this occupancy would not constitute a use of this resource as
defined by section 4(f).

Therefore Be It Resolved, That the Santa Monica Mountains Conservancy hereby:

1. FINDS that the proposed action is consistent with the Santa Monica Mountains
Comprehensive Plan.

2. FINDS that the proposed action is exempt from the provisions of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

3. ADOPTS the staff recommendations dated, October 22, 2007, in a letter to the
California Department of Transportation, District 7, for the approval of 4(f)
evaluation and determination analysis on Caltrans 1-405 Sepulveda Pass Project,
Los Angeles.

4. AUTHORIZES that the Chairperson to send a comment letter to the California
Department of Transportation, District 7.
